




















Case Central South

Objective

The objective is to explore the possibilities of
achieving integrated information management
systems. Case Central South is separated into
two sub-case related feasibility studies:

1. Sub-case 1: |Integrated information
management system for an intermodal railroad
corridor

Germany — Central Italy

2. Sub-case 2: Development of advanced
logistics information exchange in a rail transport
service connecting Paris — Piacenza — Gliwice

Rationale

Both the feasibility studies analyse the
economical, technical and organisational
environment  concerning  investments  in

developing intermodal management systems.
While sub-case 1 aims to quantify the benefits of
the ICT application scenario versus a technology
free, pure road transport service, sub-case 2
analyses the feasibility to develop advanced
information systems for an existing train service.
The analysis work of this case will be supported
by findings and problem disclosure of the
ongoing 6th FP project BRAVO (Brenner Rail
Freight Action strategy aimed at achieving a

sustainable increase of intermodal transport
volume by enhancing quality, efficiency and

system technology) which deals inter alia with
a Corridor Management System (CMS) and a
Customer Information System (CIS).
